Since my inspiration comes almost entirely from nature, I've decided to "green" my artwork and art business as much as possible. I order business cards and some greeting cards on recycled paper from GreenerPrinter.com. My other greeting cards are printed on Neenah Environment papers. I also offer my artwork on mousepads which are made from recycled tire rubber. I'm gradually making other eco-friendly changes as well, such as 100% post-consumer content envelopes for greeting cards and biodegradable clear plastic bags for my prints. Even doing little things will allow us to continue to enjoy nature.
